 The countdown is on. This past Tuesday we 
placed our duck eggs into the incubator. Each child in 
class that day wrote an X on one side and an O on the 
other side. They walked them carefully to the incubator 
and put them in. This marking helps us to turn the eggs 
more carefully. Each morning and afternoon, two of the 
children have a turn with this job. As the days pass and 
the ducklings grow inside the eggs, it will be more 
important to keep turning them so they don’t get stuck 
to the inside of the shell. 

 We have also made the first entry 
in our own little egg books. Day 1 the 
eggs look much the same as the eggs 
we see at home. We were able to get a 
closer look at the insides last week 
when we used a strong flashlight to 

shine through an egg. We could see the 
yellow-orange yolk as small and intact. 
When we check again next week, we will 
see that some changing has taken place. 
  
 We have started circulating a new 
class book, We Are Going Places! It is 
our best book yet. Please make every 
effort to return our class books after one 
nights visit to your home. If necessary, 
you can have it again at the end of the 
rotation. The children love to hear the 
notes you write to them in the parent log 
book. It gives their writing more validity 

       as well as warming their hearts with your praise.
