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Happy Friday Everyone! 

              We are cruising into October with a full head of steam! The children are being asked to follow 
directions quickly and not make the rest of the class wait for them. We are picking up new activities on the 
Work Board and finding new options for Choice time play. I am pleased by the level of independence I have 

seen during Work Board. 

    Here is a picture taken on my iPhone last 
week while our grade 5 reading buddies were 
visiting with us. We LOVE! our buddies! My 
regular camera is off to Disney World for a 
little vacation without me. 

    Thank you for sending in a snack with 
beverage for your child on Thursday. We only 
had a handful of students who had nothing. I 
have purchased an emergency supply to cover 
this and those children may drink from the 
bubbler. Friday the 9th is a half day as well. 
Please keep in mind that children will need 
snack every time we have a half day. 

    It is always good to keep in mind the fact 
that the school office is an incredibly busy place and most notably on half days with early dismissal. Please plan 
in advance for any change in dismissal plans and send me a note. I will share it with the office staff, who make 
a note of it on a pad. We will post the note by our door so we can review the changes with the children and also 
to provide the note for bus drivers should they be involved in the change. It is never advisable to send me an 
email for anything timely. In those cases, when you can’t dash off a note, please call the school office. 
Occasionally I am absent for one reason or another and substitutes do not have access to my email so a written 
note is best. 

 The date, the child’s full name, as well as the parent’s full name are required on all communications.  

Thanks for returning the parent teacher conference slips. Again, only a handful did not return them. I have sent 
you an assigned date and time according to your requests. For those I didn't hear from, I have assigned you one 
of the remaining times. This is an interesting process as we must coordinate times within our own class as well 
as those of siblings in other grades with other teachers.              

Important Request : One of the most important parts of kindergarten learning is being revisited and 
corrected every day but with an even stronger message now. Some children are using their hands in 
inappropriate ways. Please talk with your child about behavior expectations.  

·  They may not touch other children in a challenging or harmful way.  
·  They may not speak cruelly to others.  
·  They should use their words to express their feelings and not their hands.  
·  They should enlist the help of an adult if they can’t speak up for themselves or are ever harmed by 

another. 
·  They should find an adult right away if they see someone else has been injured. 



     Children who are hurt themselves or who hurt others will pay a visit to Mrs. Barlow, the Assistant Principal, 
and parents are often called. If the infraction is simple then a phone call is not always warranted as we like to 

give children another chance at correcting their behavior. If, however, 
a child is injured intentionally, the parent is called and often enough, 
some sort of reparation is made. For kindergarten children, this is a 
picture and/or note with an apology. We have seen too many hurting 
incidents this week, with too many visits to Mrs. Barlow and the nurse. 
It is important that parents talk with the children and let them know 
that you, the teachers, and the administrators care about student 
behavior and that we are all on the same page about our expectations.  

Does your child have a birthday coming up? You may send in a snack 
to share. We will sing the birthday song and present them with a 
birthday crown. If you don't want to send in the snack, we can sing and 
award a crown anyway. 

   We will have a parent volunteer with us almost every day for the 
foreseeable future. These volunteers will be arriving to help with Work 
Board activities as well as some special things on Thursday and Friday 
mornings.  They may also stay to have lunch with the children. I was 
pleased to see that a number of other people volunteered as well but 

unfortunately did not have a consistent opening in their schedule, so I went with those who did. We will be 
opening up the schedule a bit down the road to include parent read aloud visits and these can be done on short 
notice. The time for those would be 9:00 or 12:00. At the current time, I am crunching our work activities to get 
as many things covered as possible. Parent volunteers will help that process along tremendously so Mrs. Piper 
and I can focus on individual and small group work.  

 One of our young friends fell asleep at his desk 
during rest time and what a lovely nap it was. From 
time to time, children fall asleep during this block and 
miss their special. It is our policy to leave them to their 
rest with a teacher always on hand. This fellow woke 
up refreshed just before the class returned and 
immediately said, "Where is everybody?" Two minutes 
later, they were back in class. 

Wish list:  envelopes, both short and long. The shorter 
ones will be sent home with your child stamped for 
lunch and snack. Maybe you have some of these at your 
office that can no longer use for one reason or another. 
We would be happy to use these for lunch orders, as 
they will not be mailed. 

Field trip  and Half Day on Friday  The trip to Fletcher’s Great Pumpkin Patch is Friday morning. Please 
be sure your child has footwear that is appropriate for mud and hiking. The children will also be getting a 
pumpkin to take home on the bus. We have a parent volunteer for Fridays already scheduled so we will not be 
looking for any more chaperones. We are only allowed one actual chaperone but sometimes parents like to meet 
us at the pumpkin patch and tag along. If you decide to drop by, you will need to pay the Fletcher’s directly for 
your hayride and pumpkins though. Reminder: You will need to provide snack and beverage on this day as it is 
a half day.
